B.) Violation: Technically search only incorporates searches done by man; they are using a machine or program to conduct these initial searches and man to REANALYSE them later on.

it looks for code words or phrases (known as the ECHELON “Dictionary”) that will prompt the computers to flag the message for recording and transcribing for future analysis. Intelligence analysts at each of the respective “listening stations” maintain separate keyword lists for them to analyze any conversation or document flagged by the system, which is then forwarded to the respective intelligence agency headquarters that requested the intercept.

C.) Standards

1. Limits- we set a limit of only searches conducted by man or men. These limits are essential because we must realize there are over 100,000,000 programs out in the world of whom which around 250,000 are search or investigation programs, expecting the negative team to do research on all of these programs finding the faults of all of them is unrealistic. 
2. Ground- If the affirmative team is allowed to use such a vague concept of search, it gives them infinite ground; all the negative team wants is that they stick to searches conducted by man. This offers fair ground because it still allows the affirmative team to look at the cases where physical searches have been conducted without charge such as the Mens Rhea violations in the Administrative searches plan
3. Predictability- our definition is more predictable! Think about it; typically when you think of searching someone without charge you obviously will think of people searching other people, or a group of people searching other people. For example, when one thinks “search without probable cause” does one automatically think about google? Or do they think about racial profiling?
4. Education – We limit it to only physical searches causing us to have a greater knowledge a specific subject. Making the negative team do research on the 250,000 search programs that are currently available would be nuts! It would cut education because we could only research so much before moving on to other things.
